Instructions: 

1. All students will assemble at Bimal Apt; Jogeshwari(E), on 25/05/2018 at 7.30 am. The 

students will return on 29/05/2018 at 1.00 pm approximately. 

2. Parents are requested to drop and pick up their children who will be traveling by buses. 

3. Students who will coming to the camp on their own should report at the camp premises only 

after 1.00 pm. 

4. Students are requested to maintain complete discipline and decorum during the entire 

duration of the camp. No indiscipline will be tolerated and such student will be severely 

dealt with. 

5. No student will be allowed to leave the camp premises without permission, Parents / 

relatives will be allowed to visit the students at the camp premises only between 3.00 pm to 

4.00 pm. 



6. Parents visiting to the camp are strictly forbidden from bringing any food from outside as it 

infringes the discipline of the Camp. 

7. All students will attend the Camp at their own risk. Although we will be taking care and 

precaution, neither the “Dojo” nor the instructors will be responsible for the injury caused to 

the students. 

8. Parents of those students who are appearing for Black Belt examination will not be 

allowed at the Camp premises except during visiting hours. 

9. Strictly vegetarian food will be served at the camp. Arrangement will be made for the sale or 

Mineral Water, Soft Drinks within the camp premises. 

10. The camp fees will be as follows:- 

White Belt – Green Belt       :- Rs. 3200/- 

Blue Belt – Training Camp Students and Black Belt    :- Rs. 3500/- 

11. Parents are strictly prohibited staying with the students. 

12. No camp fees will be refunded or carried forward to the next camp. 

13. No camp fees will be received at the camp. 

14. Carrying the Kumite Kit, Nan-Chaku and Skipping Rope are compulsory for All Color Belts. 

15. For Purple and above the belts, carrying the Nan-Chaku and Bow are compulsory. 

16. For Black Belts, carrying the Nan-Chaku, Bow, Sai and Skipping Rope are compulsory 

17. All Appearing Black Belts, bring your All Color Belt Certificate Xerox.  

18. All the students are required to carry the following: 

 Clean Karate Uniform (Preferably Two) 

 Pillow, Bedding / Sleeping bag, Blanket, Odomos cream 

 Pair of running shoes, socks, shorts, torch, cap. 

 Other misc. toilet requirement. 

 Three pairs of cloths. 

 Vomiting tablets and polythin bags
